Montana ARM Rule 12.7.1203 

(1) Eligible projects that have been approved by the review panel will be reviewed, evaluated 
and ranked by a committee that includes at least two department personnel with a 
background in fishery biology and an understanding of the habitat requirements of fish 
and one member of the review panel. 

The Committee’s ranking of the Future Fisheries Projects approved for funding by the Citizen 
Review Panel during the Winter 2019 funding cycle are as follows. All prioritized projects fall 
under the Native Species Enhancement Program (RIT dollars). 

 

Rankings are based on: 1) benefits to native fish; 2) public benefits; 3) importance of the water 
body; 4) long-term effectiveness; 5) benefits relative to cost; and 6) cost share.   

The ranking committee and Citizen Review Panel recommends that the top prioritized 
projects receive final funding approval, at the level of the Program cost (Citizen Panel 
recommendations). Due to limited funds, projects below the red line (ranked 8, 9, and 10) 
are not recommended for funding.
