WINSTON GREELY:  FOR 75 YEARS SPORTSMEN’S DOLLARS HAVE BEEN THE PRIMARY SOURCE FOR WILDLIFE CONSERVATION.

KEN MCDONALD: WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT IS FUNDED BY LICENSE REVENUES AND THESE FEDERAL EXCISE TAX ON FIREARMS AND AMMUNITION.

WINSTON GREELY:  75 YEARS AGO CONSERVATIONISTS AND INDUSTRY LEADERS ACROSS THE UNITED STATES HELPED CREATE THE PITTMAN ROBERTSON ACT. THIS FEDERAL TAX CREATED A PERMANENT CONSERVATION FUNDING SOURCE FOR MANAGING THE NATIONS WILDLIFE POPULATIONS.

KEN MCDONALD: JUST THE FORESIGHT PEOPLE HAD BACK IN THE 30’S, IT’S SOMETHING THAT HAS SUSTAINED AND REALLY MADE WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT SUCCESSFUL NOT JUST IN MONTANA BUT ACROSS THE COUNTRY.

WINSTON GREELY:  TODAY WHEN YOU PURCHASE A FIREARM, AMMUNITION OR ARCHERY EQUIPMENT THE MANUFACTURER PAYS A FEE TO THE PITTMAN ROBERTSON FUND. THIS MONEY IS THEN DISTRIBUTED TO STATES FOR WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT. IN MONTANA THIS FUND MATCHED WITH LICENSE DOLLARS IS THE PRIMARY SOURCE FOR MANAGING ALL MONTANA’S WILDLIFE.

KEN MCDONALD:  IT’S USED TO FUND ALL PORTIONS OF OUR WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT PROGRAM AND THAT’S GAME AND NON-GAME AND SO IT’S A PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN THE STATE LICENSE ACCOUNT AND THIS FEDERAL EXCISE TAX. 

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA): WHILE WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT HAS EVOLVED OVER THE YEARS, SPORTSMEN AND WOMEN DOLLARS HAVE BEEN A RELIABLE SOURCE FOR MONTANA’S WILDLIFE.

KEN MCDONALD:  WITHOUT THEM WE WOULDN’T HAVE THE PROGRAM WE HAVE OR THE MAGNIFICENT WILDLIFE WE HAVE HERE IN MONTANA.

WINSTON GREELY:  WINSTON GREELY OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE, AND PARKS.
