“FOOD HUNTING”
  

WINSTON GREELY:  A YEAR AGO BRIAN SHONEBARGER ONLY ATE FRUITS AND VEGETABLES. TODAY HE IS HUNTING FOR HIS FIRST DEER.

BRIAN SHONEBARGER: TAKING THE TRANSITION FROM A VEGAN DIET TO NOW EATING MEAT AGAIN, SOMETHING LIKE A DEER OR AN ELK, IN MY OPINION, IS THE BEST KIND OF MEAT THERE IS AND I THINK A LOT OF OTHER HUNTERS AND NON HUNTERS WOULD AGREE WITH ME.

WINSTON GREELY:  BRIAN IS AMONG A GROWING TREND IN THE HUNTING COMMUNITY-- OF PEOPLE WHO TAKE UP HUNTING LATER IN LIFE—PRIMARILY FOR THE FOOD COMPONENT. 

BRIAN SHONEBARGER: THAT’S GOT TO BE THE COOLEST THING RIGHT THERE IS GOING FROM WALKING INTO THE WOODS EMPTY HANDED AND THEN COMING OUT WITH SOMETHING TO EAT AND THEN EATING IT.

WINSTON GREELY:  WITHIN THE LAST FEW YEARS NUMEROUS BOOKS AND WEBSITES HAVE CHRONICLED THIS TREND; ONE OF THESE AUTHORS IS HANK SHAW.

HANK SHAW: MY FRIEND TOVAR CALLS IT ADULT ONSET HUNTING, IT’S ONE OF THOSE THINGS THAT HAS REALLY I THINK COME ALONG MORE STRONGLY IN THE LAST 4 OR 5 YEARS AND I THINK FOOD IS ONE OF THE PRIMARY DRIVERS.

WINSTON GREELY:  SHAW’S WRITINGS AND WEBSITE TAP INTO A KEY COMPONENT OF THIS MOVEMENT, WHICH IS PEOPLE SEEKING A DEEPER CONNECTION WITH THE FOOD THEY EAT.

HANK SHAW: PEOPLE WANT TO KNOW THE SOURCES OF THEIR FOOD AND PEOPLE WANT TO TAKE CHARGE OF WHAT THEY FEED THEMSELVES AND THEIR FAMILIES AND THAT’S GARDENING, IT’S RAISING CHICKENS -- HUNTING IS JUST AN EXTENSION OF THAT.

WINSTON GREELY: THESE NEW ADULT HUNTERS HAVE FORMED HUNTING CLUBS ACROSS THE COUNTRY AND THEIR PARTICIPATION HAS PROVIDED AN INFLUX TO A STAGNATED SPORT, BUT LIVING IN MONTANA SHONEBARGER SEES HUNTING AS A NATURAL TRANSITION.

BRIAN SHONEBARGER: HUNTING AND LIVING IN MONTANA GO HAND IN HAND AND I HUNT NOW BECAUSE IT BRINGS ME TO A MORE COMPLETE MONTANA LIFESTYLE.

WINSTON GREELY: WINSTON GREELY OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE, AND PARKS.
