WINSTON GREELY: WHEN NORTHWEST MONTANA REAL ESTATE TOOK A DOWN TURN A FEW YEARS AGO, AN OPPORTUNITY AROSE FOR WILDLIFE THAT WAS TEN YEARS IN THE MAKING. 

BRUCE STERLING: I SHOULD HAVE CALLED THIS THE THIRD TIMES THE CHARM WMA, BECAUSE IT TOOK US 3 TIMES BEFORE WE WERE ABLE TO PURCHASE IT. BUT IT TURNED OUT VERY WELL FOR THE DEPARTMENT AND FOR WILDLIFE AND FOR HUNTERS IN GENERAL.

WINSTON GREELY: THE NEW FULL CURL WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREA WAS PURCHASED WITH PROCEEDS FROM THE ANNUAL AUCTION OF A BIGHORN SHEEP LICENSE, WHICH LAST YEAR WENT FOR ALMOST A HALF A MILLION DOLLARS. MORE THAN ENOUGH TO PURCHASE THIS IMPORTANT SHEEP HABITAT. 

BRUCE STERLING:  THIS TYPE OF HABITAT IS ACTUALLY FAIRLY LIMITED ALONG THE VALLEY. AND BY THIS I MEAN AGRICULTURAL FIELDS WHERE ANIMALS CAN COME DOWN IN THE WINTER TIME AND WINTER OR UTILIZED A LOT IN THE SPRING TIME. SO WHEN YOU CAN BUY A PROPERTY LIKE THIS THAT BUTTS UP NEXT TO THE RIVER IS A REAL BONUS.

WINSTON GREELY: THIS WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREA’S RIVER FRONTAGE ALSO MAKES IT UNIQUE FOR HUNTERS AND RECREATIONISTS, WHO WILL PRIMARILY NEED A BOAT TO GET TO IT. 

BRUCE STERLING: THE PREVIOUS OWNER I THINK SAID IT BEST, HE SAID WHAT IS THE POINT OF HUNTING BIG HORN SHEEP IF YOU NEVER HAVE ACCESS TO THEM AND THAT IS A QUOTE THAT IS VERY ADEQUATE FOR THIS EXACTLY PIECE OF PROPERTY.

WINSTON GREELY: AND NOW EVERYONE HAS A PLACE TO HUNT AND RECREATE FOREVER. WINSTON GREELY, OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE, AND PARKS.
