SPEAKING OF BIRDS PROFILES FROM THIS PAST YEAR LOOKED AT A KESTREL AT THE CAPITAL, SNOW GEESE AT FREEZE OUT LAKE AND TRUMPETER SWANS ONCE AGAIN RELEASED IN THE BLACKFOOT VALLEY.

OTHER REPORTS FOCUSED ON FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARK LANDS ACROSS THE STATE FROM THE MANY WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREAS TO THE VARIOUS OPPORTUNITIES FOR PEOPLE TO RECREATE.
