WINSTON GREELY: CHINOOK RANCHER, HENRY GORDON TAKES PRIDE IN ALL THE WATER HE CONSERVES.

HENRY GORDON: SAVE WATER IN MONTANA THAT IS MY WHOLE GOAL, WHETHER IT IS A STOCK PIT OR A LARGER RESERVOIR. WE NEED TO KEEP THE WATER HERE, ONCE WE GOT THE WATER NOW WE GOT THE DUCKS AND THE GEESE.

WINSTON GREELY: OVER THE YEARS HENRY HAS DONE NUMEROUS WETLAND ENHANCEMENT PROJECTS, MANY OF THESE FUNDED BY HUNTERS.

CATHERINE WIGHTMAN: WE CALL IT THE MIGRATORY BIRD HABITAT PROGRAM AND WHAT IT IS IN 1985 THE LEGISLATURE AUTHORIZED THE DEPARTMENT OF FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS TO USE THE DOLLARS THAT HUNTERS PAY TO HUNT WATERFOWL IN MONTANA FOR WETLAND PROTECTION, ENHANCEMENT AND CREATION.

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA): THOUGH HUNTERS FUND THIS PROGRAM WHEN THEY BUY A STATE MIGRATORY LICENSE, PRESERVING WETLANDS BENEFITS ALL MONTANANS.

CATHERINE WIGHTMAN: ONE OF THE STRENGTHS OF THIS PROGRAM IS THAT WE ARE FOCUSING ON WETLANDS AND IN ADDITION TO PROVIDING HABITAT FOR WILDLIFE AND RECREATIONAL OPPORTUNITIES IT KEEPS MORE WATER ON THE LANDSCAPE FOR MONTANA CITIZENS.

WINSTON GREELY: WHILE ALL MONTANANS BENEFIT FROM THIS PROGRAM, IT ALSO ALLOWS RANCHERS LIKE GORDON TO PRESERVE THEIR WAY OF LIFE.

HENRY GORDON: WERE HERE TO PRESERVE THE RANCH FOR THE FAMILY, BUT WE ARE ALSO HERE TO PRESERVE THE WILDLIFE.
