WINSTON GREELY:  THE GALLATIN VALLEY SNOWMOBILE ASSOCIATION IS HAVING A GOOD YEAR. BECAUSE THEY WERE ABLE TO GET A NEW SNOW GROOMER THANKS IN PART TO A GRANT FROM MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE & PARKS.

WES FEHRER:  IT’S FANTASTIC, THE LAST ONE WE WERE HAVING SOME PROBLEMS WITH, BUT WE GOT THE NEW ONE AND IT’S GOING TO SAVE US A LOT OF WORK IN THE LONG RUN HERE.

WINSTON GREELY:  THE GALLATIN VALLEY SNOWMOBILE ASSOCIATION IS ONE OF MANY CLUBS ACROSS THE STATE TO RECEIVE A GRANT FROM THE MONTANA SNOWMOBILE PROGRAM FOR GROOMING OPERATIONS.

WALT TIMMERMAN: THERE IS ABOUT 27 SNOWMOBILE CLUBS THAT PUT IN FOR GRANTS EACH YEAR AND THAT MONEY HELPS TO KEEP THE EQUIPMENT GOING AND THE TRAILS GROOMED.

WINSTON GREELY: RIDING ON ONE OF MONTANA’S 4000 MILES OF GROOMED SNOWMOBILE TRAILS IS AKIN TO RIDING ON THE FREEWAY INSTEAD OF A TWO TRACK ROAD.

STEVE TJADEN: AND A LOT PEOPLE WHO HAVE FAMILIES AND STUFF THAT LIKE TO SNOWMOBILE LIKE THE GROOMED TRAIL.

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA):  FUNDING FOR THIS PROGRAM COMES FROM SNOWMOBILE REGISTRATION FEES AND A SMALL PORTION OF THE GAS TAX, BUT THE RETURN TO COMMUNITIES IN MONEY SPENT ON SNOWMOBILING CAN BE BIG BUSINESS.

WALT TIMMERMAN:  IT HAS BEEN ESTIMATED THAT OVER A 100 MILLION DOLLARS PER YEAR IS SPENT BY LOCAL SNOWMOBILERS AND OUT OF STATE WINTER RECREATIONISTS. 

WINSTON GREELY: BUT FOR MANY, THIS PROGRAM JUST MAKES WINTER RECREATION A WHOLE LOT EASIER.

WES FEHRER:  IT GIVES US A GOOD WAY TO GET TO THE GOOD RIDING THAT’S THE BEST PART I LIKE ABOUT IT, NICE AND SMOOTH GOING IN AND OUT.
