VANNA BOCCADORI: BUT WHAT YOU HAVE OVER THERE IS A LOT OF JUNIPER, MIXED IN WITH IT, AND JUNIPER IS ALSO A WINTER FOOD SOURCE FOR MULE DEER.

WINSTON GREELY: TODAY STATE WILDLIFE BIOLOGISTS FACE A NEW CHALLENGE; HAVING TO LEARN FORESTRY PRACTICES TO BETTER MANAGE WILDLIFE.

VANNA BOCCADORI: IT DEFINITELY EXPANDS; IT HAS EXPANDED MY KNOWLEDGE OF WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT. BASICALLY AS A WILDLIFE MANAGER I’M SELECTING FOR HABITAT TYPES THAT ARE MORE IMPORTANT FOR WILDLIFE; ASPEN RATHER THAN LODGE POLE AND DOUG FIR, BITTERBRUSH RATHER THAN DOUG FIR.

WINSTON GREELY:  FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS IS CONDUCTING STATE WIDE TIMBER SURVEYS ON ITS’ PROPERTIES TO DETERMINE PROPER FORESTRY MANAGEMENT FOR WILDLIFE. 

RICK NORTHRUP: THROUGH THAT INVENTORY WE WILL HAVE AN IDEA OF WHERE THOSE AREAS ARE THAT HAVE THE GREATEST NEED FOR SOME KIND OF MANAGEMENT ACTIVITY. WHETHER THAT IS TIMBER HARVEST OR PERHAPS FIRE IN SOME CIRCUMSTANCES TO PROVIDE EFFECTIVE WILDLIFE HABITATS.

WINSTON GREELY (on Camera):  ONE NEED FOR THESE NEW TIMBER MANAGEMENT PLANS IS FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS RECENT ADDITION OF FORESTED PROPERTIES LIKE THE MARSHALL BLOCK WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT AREA.

RICK NORTHRUP: THERE IS A NEED FOR FOREST MANAGEMENT TO MAINTAIN FOREST HEALTH. AND THERE ARE A VARIETY OF THINGS WE CAN DO WITH TIMBER MANAGEMENT TO HELP ASSURE THESE HABITATS ARE PRODUCTIVE OR BECOME PRODUCTIVE.

WINSTON GREELY: THE DEPARTMENT PLANS TO USE TIMBER MANAGEMENT TO STRIKE A HEALTHY BALANCE BETWEEN WILDLIFE AND THE LANDSCAPE. 

RICK NORTHRUP: OUR PRIMARY FOCUS IS WILDLIFE HABITAT, HUNTING RECREATION AND BEING GOOD NEIGHBORS WITH SURROUNDING LANDOWNERS.

WINSTON GREELY: IN THIS NEW ERA OF FORESTRY MANAGEMENT, WILDLIFE BIOLOGISTS ARE LEARNING SELECTIVE TIMBER HARVEST CAN BE BENEFICIAL TO WILDLIFE. WINSTON GREELY, OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE, AND PARKS.
