WINSTON GREELY: A DEAD ELK LIES MYSTERIOUSLY IN A FIELD NEXT TO THE ROAD. AND GAME WARDEN DREW SCOTT IS TRYING TO FIND SOME ANSWERS, BUT FOR MONTANA’S YOUNGEST ACTIVE GAME WARDEN HE HAS BEEN PREPARING FOR THIS HIS WHOLE LIFE.  
DREW SCOTT: IT WAS JUST SOMETHING THAT REALLY PEAKED MY INTEREST SINCE I WAS LITTLE AND SO I ALWAYS HAD A FOCUS THROUGH OUT SCHOOL TO WHERE I WANTED TO BE THE GAME WARDEN
WINSTON GREELY: DREW IS STILL NEW TO THE JOB, BUT HE HAS A LEG UP ON OTHER ROOKIE WARDENS BECAUSE HE HAS MORE THAN 30 YEARS OF EXPERIENCE TO DRAW FROM; HIS FATHER.
JEFF SCOTT: DREW HAS APPLIED SOME OF THOSE INHERENT THINGS THAT HE HAS LEARNED OR LISTENED TO OR SAW FROM ACCOMPANYING ME OVER THE YEARS AND WATCHING AND HEARING SOME OF THE STORIES THAT HE HAS APPLIED THAT NOW TO HIS POSITION.
WINSTON GREELY: THE SCOTTS ARE JUST THE THIRD FATHER-SON GAME WARDENS IN MONTANA, A RARITY THAT DREW ATTRIBUTES TO WATCHING HIS DAD ON THE JOB.
DREW SCOTT: I REMEMBER I WAS WORKING WITH MY DAD WHEN I WAS A LITTLE KID AND WE WERE UP IN THE MOUNTAINS AND WE WERE CHECKING BIRD HUNTERS. AND HE WENT OUT TO CHECK THIS GUYS LICENSE, TOLD ME TO STAY IN THE VEHICLE AND THEY WERE CHECKING THE BIRDS OUT AND ULTIMATELY I BELIEVE EVERYTHING ENDED UP FINE. BUT I REMEMBER FROM THEN ON OUT I WOULD LOVE TO BE THE GAME WARDEN.
WINSTON GREELY: AS DREW RESOLVES THE ELK CASE, HE KNOWS HOW HAVING GOOD PARENTS CAN SHAPE ONES’ LIFE.
DREW SCOTT: ULTIMATELY I LOOK UP TO BOTH OF MY PARENTS, ESPECIALLY MY DAD JUST BECAUSE OF THE FACT THAT WHEN I WAS A LITTLE KID HE DID INCLUDE ME IN STUFF HE DID AT WORK. AND ULTIMATELY I WOULD PROBABLY ATTRIBUTE SOME OF WHERE WE ARE TODAY BECAUSE OF HIM.
WINSTON GREELY: AND FOR A FATHER WHO IS NOW LOOKING FORWARD TO WATCHING HIS SON’S CAREER, THE SENTIMENT IS SHARED.
JEFF SCOTT:  THE DAY HE TOLD ME THAT HE WAS INTERESTED IN FOLLOWING MY PATH OF A CAREER I WAS REALLY HUMBLED BY THAT.
