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Mike Gurnett: State and federal officials are working to come up with solutions for managing wolves in the West.  Meanwhile, wolves are moving into new areas.
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) And here in Montana, a lot of work continues to be done to help people learn to live with wolves on the landscape.
Liz Bradley: So we’re working throughout the year to catch wolves and then put radio collars on them and our goal is to put one 

Liz Bradley: (On Camera) to two collars in a pack and that wall we have the ability to monitor the entire pack of wolves.

Jim Stone: She is letting, really the whole valley know where those wolves move in and out of so we can at least prepare for that.  This is a product called fladery that’s used for wolf deterrent.  We’ve been able to use this product when we’re calving to deter some of our wolf issues. 
Liz Bradley: We don’t know what it is about these flags but they seem to be afraid of it.

Barbara McNally: Well Don went out to feed in the morning, as usual, and

Barbara McNally: the bulls were in with the cows which was not where they should be.  There were wolf tracks where the bulls usually spend the night.  We’ve been involved with all of the different wolf programs and knew that Liz Bradley is on the job and so I think she was probably our first phone call.  And they were out very soon with the fladery which we were willing to give it a try and nothing happened sense then.

Liz Bradley: Some of the most important work that we do is just being out in the field and talking with the folks that are out here living with wolves, learning together and trying to come up with solutions to conflicts as they come up, together. 

Mike Gurnett: In addition to Liz, we have four biologists doing similar work strategically placed throughout the state.  This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
