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Bob Hoppe: You go back to the years in the 1950’s, farmers-ranchers in a lot of places came in and sprayed the brush off clear to the creek-bank.

Bob Hoppe: (On Camera) When the root structure that held the banks decayed, nothing to hold it. 
Mike Gurnett: Deep Creek is one of the main trout spawning tributaries for the Missouri River, Canyon Ferry complex.  Today, heavy equipment work is underway to reduce the sediments eroding into the stream.

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) And then comes the handwork to reestablish vegetation designed to help stabilize the bank and provide shade which reduces the water temperature. 
Ron Spoon: We’ve been working with folks to try and get vegetative solutions to stabilizing the stream and in this case we used a lot of the youth labor around Townsend and 4-H kids.  If you ever want to get a lot of work done, I’d call 4-H.

Jacy Thompson: We started out by cutting down willows and we layered them up along this bank 

Jacy Thompson: (on camera) to help restore it and secure the bank so sediment wouldn’t wash away.  And we are finishing up the final stages of this project and so we’ve laid down some seed and covered it with dirt.

Denise Thompson: The kids that are in 4-H can take what they’ve learned 

Denise Thompson: (On Camera) today and they can apply it toward one of their projects for the fair so there’s really a wide range of things that the students can use this project experience for.

Sam Shearer: Well it’s nice to know that you’re 

Sam Shearer: (On Camera) being able to help out, not only the community but your surroundings. You know just volunteer work in general makes you feel good about it. 

Bob Hoppe: Kids that are down close to the earth, farm-ranch kids, see what nature can do to stabilize it and get it back in order.
Mike Gurnett:  And what better way to insure success than involve the leaders for tomorrow in the work. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
