“Jim and Judy’s Internet Project”

Mike Gurnett: Forty-four years ago Bozeman natives Jim and Judy Wantulok began their outdoor adventure.  In the beginning, still photography was a reference for Jim’s fine art wildlife painting.  As time went by he added video and Judy took over the still camera. 

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) Today, Jim’s video footage appears in productions by National Geographic and Judy’s still photographs have been published by major national magazines.  Now Wantuloks are launching into a new venture, using their images to get children interested in nature.  
Jim Wantulok: (On Camera) There’s so many kids out there that don’t know anything about the outdoors.  I mean, here we live in this beautiful place, everything is just perfect.  If this doesn’t do something for you I mean it is just because you haven’t been exposed to it.

Judy Wantulok: So what we do is Jim videos so we have the action of wildlife doing its own thing and then we put stills in between and it gives a short five-minute video of some kind of behavior.  For example the elk in the rut which is their mating season.  So he has it in video and live-time of what is going on with them and I have the shots of the little calves, just a single calf-a single cow, a big bull, two bulls fighting.

Jim Wantulok: I think it is just a great learning tool.  I think it is important to be able to stop-down the action and see, that’s an elk. That’s what he does. That’s a sharp tailed grouse. Thanks what it does and it’s doing this and you’re watching it and you go really? Does it really do all those things.

Judy Wantulok.  So we’re going to just put them on you tube and have people able to use them. We’re hoping educators will use them with the kids in the schools…that’s our plan.
