Mike Gurnett: The geological history of the cave goes back millions of years and in Montana History, Lewis and Clark Caverns was our first state park.   
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) Throughout the park are examples of construction projects that were done in the late 1930’s by the Civilian Conservation Corp, or CCC.   In 2007 major lighting improvements were made for safety and efficiency and now a new visitor’s center introducing users to opportunities to discover and enjoy.
