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Mike Gurnett: This is the story of a piece of property with a lot of problems and this is the story of a stretch of the Gallatin River with problems of its own. 
Bud Lilly: (On Camera) They were bringing those blats out onto the old county road---cats and kids and dogs running all over the place---very bad.

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) Recently a local family recognized the opportunity and purchased the abandon property, clearing the way for a small group of volunteers with a plan.
Bud Lilly, Greg Poncelet tore down all the old properties and hauled them to the Logan dump. It’s 124 tons in the dump.  Today we’ll dedicate this property to the American Legion and the Fish, Wildlife and Parks of Montana.  Fish, Wildlife and Parks will put in a nice parking area and other amenities. The Legion will be basically a family picnic area.
Merv Gunderson: It gave us a great opportunity for the American Legion’s perspective,

Merv Gunderson: (On Camera) but it was also something that would enhance the community. We’re always looking for those types of projects and this just absolutely fit into the mold of what the American Legion is all about.

Travis Horton: The Gallatin River is an incredible fishery resource

Travis Horton: (On Camera) And although you may not find the same number of trout in this region that you would upstream, generally the size of those fish is generally larger. 

Tim Crawford: I knew it was needed because I’ve canoed this on several occasions.  
Tim Crawford: (On Camera) Every time you do something for your community it’s the most selfish thing in the world because then you get to live in a better community.

Mike Gurnett:    As plans move forward in the development of this fishing access site the Department is looking at options for a boat ramp while maintaining the integrity of this existing flood levy. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
