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Mike Gurnett: Spring Meadow State Park got its start as a gravel pit on Helena’s west side.  Overlooking the lake is the Stedman Foundry. In its hay-day, 50 people worked here manufacturing ore cars for the mines.
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) And now this site is being recycled into a new state-of-the-art outdoor education center known as Montana Wild.
Joe Maurier: Basically what we did is we swept the corners of our budget and we came up with some money to make this facility 

Joe Maurier: (On Camera) into an education center that people could all come and visit, learn about Montana and Montana’s wildlife and parks.  And then a few other pieces fell into place.  We got a great donation of some mounts here that allowed our money to go a little farther than it would have.  

Don Schweitzer: So my Dad just a over the years kept having taxidermy work done 

Don Schweitzer: (On Camera) And after he passed away it ended up in my shop and it sat in here and people couldn’t really see it and collecting dust and we decided to do something with it and that’s how we came across the FWP building.  It is educational.  People can see it.  My Dad was really interested in keeping the kids involved and keeping people interested in the out-of-doors.  

Joe Maurier: I am proud to say that at the end of the day we have something that people are going to enjoy for a long time to come and I would encourage people to come and visit this Montana Wild Center. 
Mike Gurnett: Montana Wild is a place designed to provide something new to see and learn, every time you visit. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
