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Mike Gurnett: Usually around the first of March Montanans experience an outbreak of spring fever.  As you’re looking ahead to summer, trying to remember where you 
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) put all your life vests, this is also the time of year to be looking down the road a little farther.  If you’re interested in hunting special areas for bull elk or buck deer, or Montana’s nonresident combination license, March 15th is an important deadline. 
Ron Aasheim: Well in Montana we are fortunate. We have lots of opportunities,

Ron Aasheim: (On Camera) really special opportunities and limited opportunities in some cases for trophy bull elk and buck deer and because there are limited opportunities we have to have a drawing.  If we didn’t do that we wouldn’t have the kinds of special opportunities that again in limited areas that we provide.  If you draw you’ve got more time to plan.
Ron Aasheim:  We have lots of private landowners that do allow these special opportunities.  There is lots of opportunities on public land and the procedure is pretty simple, that’s the nice thing.  You do have to have a prerequisite elk license.  You have to purchase your elk license to apply and then you can go on-line at FWP dot MT dot gov.  You can also pick up an application at any license provider.  It’s pretty much similar to the way we’ve had people apply forever.  It’s just a different timeline. That’s what it’s all about. It’s just trying to satisfy that very diverse demand that we have in Montana with the passion that accompanies our hunting heritage.
Mike Gurnett: If you are interested in applying for one of these special fall hunting permits, that March 15th deadline is coming up fast.  This is Mike Gurnett, out with Montana’s Fish, Wildlife and Parks.
