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Mike Gurnett:  Townsend’s Ole Olsen has dedicated much of his life and most of his retirement to ducks.  He hunts ducks, carves ducks, paints ducks and donates ducks to conservation groups.
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) Through the auction of Ole’s decoys the national office of Ducks Unlimited estimates they have been able to generate over one half million dollars for waterfowl conservation.  And recently at a ceremony held on the West shore of Canyon Ferry, it was time to say thanks.

Jeff Herbert: (On Camera) I think Ole is a great example of how one person can make a big difference for our migratory bird resources.

Neil Severinson: We’re dedicating a bench here with a bench in his honor

Neil Severinson: (On Camera) commemorating his longtime contributions to conservation.  His time and effort is invaluable.  This afternoon we will have a banquet and roast.  That’s when the fun will really begin.

Ole Olsen:  This is just a great great honor to be a part of this whole thing.  Thank you much.

Ole Olsen: (On Camera) My name and the plaques here will still be here many, many, many years.  
Mike Gurnett: Now that the dinner and dedication are over, it’s still kind of a puzzle why a man of relatively modest means would work this hard and then give most of it away.  Then you take the time to stop and sit down her on the bench and look out at all this waterfowl habitat and that’s when you realize that for Ole---it’s really never been about the money.  This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
