WINSTON GREELY: IT CAN BE A CHALLENGE TO GET KIDS INTERESTED IN READING THESE DAYS, BUT A NEW PROGRAM MIGHT SOON HAVE KIDS YEARNING TO PICK UP A BOOK INSTEAD OF A REMOTE.

KURT CUNNINGHAM: IT’S REALLY TAKEN OFF AND WE WILL LEARN SOME THINGS AND HOPEFULLY REFINE THE SYSTEM AND GET SOME MORE OUT THERE SO OTHER PEOPLE WILL HAVE A CHANCE TO GET ACCESS TO THEM.
