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“The Snow Geese Are Coming”

Mike Gurnett: Right now, Freezout Lake Wildlife Management Area is pretty well froze up and other than a few resident and very hearty Canada geese, not much is going on.
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) With the Outdoor Reports we strive to bring you what’s happening or what just happened in the world of Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks, but this story’s a little different. This one’s a “heads-up” for what’s headed our way. 
Mike Schwitters: The white geese will be coming in from their wintering grounds 
Mike Schwitters: (On Camera) which are in the Central Valley of California and head north toward the arctic and in route they stop here. It’s a safe place and up on the Fairfield Bench there’s really good stuff for them to eat in the form of barley stubble and they really like that. So they come in here, relax and refuel if you will by eating stubble and putting on more fat they can use to fly on further north. We could see as many and have seen as many as 300,000 geese right here on this pond.

Brent Lonner: Freezout Lake was initially purchased using sportsman’s dollars 

Brent Lonner: (On Camera)and those are the same funds and money that’s used for management and maintenance of Freezout.  We still see Freezout as a good place for hunting opportunity.  When hunting seasons are not going we are getting a lot of other folks using it as well.
Mike Schwitters: This is one of the prime natural spectacles we have here in Montana.  If you have just one day, do the 28th of March, but it is very weather dependent.
