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Mike Gurnett: The Rocky Mountain Front is one of the most spectacular landscapes on earth.  With its diverse and abundant wildlife the area is often referred to as North America’s Serengeti. To the casual observer, this extension of Glacier National Park seems to be where civilization ends and wildness begins. 
Mike Gurnett: (On camera) But when you get on the ground and look around you rapidly discover that a large part of this spectacular place is private land and a working landscape…an important reality when discussing fish and wildlife issues with national leaders.
Dan Ash: Those two words “working landscape” what I think 21st century conservation is going to be all about.  I’m Dan Ash, Director of United States Fish and Wildlife Service.

Dan Ash: (On Camera) The scenery behind me could be one of our nations great national parks that you would think would be in public ownership, but this is in private ownership which is really making this Ricky Mountain Front Conservation area just a magical place.

Clay Crawford: As a landowner, if find it that it’s

Clay Crawford: (On Camera)  pretty neat that they come here to try to get a feel for what our ranches are like, what our community is like, what our lifestyle is. This has been a working ranch and a working landscape and we want it to continue as that.

Jeff Hagener: We are preserving what’s the best of the best as far as wildlife habitat 
Jeff Hagener: (On Camera) and it is an example of a tremendous partnership to get those3 people ou8t there from the highest level of our government to what is going on on this landscape.  To me that’s extremely beneficial.
Dan Ash: One of great opportunities I’ve had today is really to meet face to face with the people who are making this conservation success story happen here, mostly the landowners. It is just a sensational inspirational opportunity for me. 
Mike Gurnett: In the national world of fish and wildlife decision making, if one picture is worth a thousand words then being here on the ground is worth a thousand pictures. This is Mike Gurnett, out with Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
