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Mike Gurnett: Throughout the 20th century, Montanans from all walks of life joined together to restore our State’s disappearing wildlife.  With wolves, things were different from the get-go.  It wasn’t Restoration it was reintroduction and the results did not bring Montanan’s together as we had experienced in the past. 
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) This was a nation issue flooded with polarizing opinions and controversy.  Today, by all biological measures, Montana’s wolf population is recovered.  Now they’re part of the same system used to manage other healthy wildlife populations on the Montana landscape. 

Quentin Kujala: The 2011 wolf hunting season represents the next step in wolf management in Montana where it’s a quota driven system.

Quentin Kujala: When the quota is reached the area will close-down to wolf hunting. The statewide quota is 220 wolves.  That quota is broken down and assigned to 14 wolf management units across the state.

Jim Williams: So the smaller districts really allow us to use 

Jim Williams: the best science available to create these harvest subscriptions similar to bear and lion districts where the biologists determine that we want to harvest more wolves because of impacts on deer or elk or moose per-say, we can do that.  

Mike Gurnett:  The driving force behind the management of all wildlife hunting seasons is balance…Balance an animal with its habitat, other wildlife and landowner tolerance. Finally, due to its recovery, the wolf is no longer an exception. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
