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Mike Gurnett: After the reintroduction, Yellowstone rapidly became possibly the best place in the world to spot a wolf.  Each year millions of people come here to scan the landscape. 
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) And when they spot a wolf they often times pass that information on to the Park’s research team.
Doug Smith: We really rely on 

Doug Smith: (On Camera) Visitor reports who are fanning out all across the park and they’re more eyes and ears for us to do our job.  Well, we’ve discovered entire packs. So, the citizen science that we get helps us a great deal. 

Mike Gurnett: And now Montana biologists are asking for this same type of feedback as hunters take to the field this fall.

Quentin Kujala: If you’re out there this fall 

Quentin Kujala: (On Camera) and you happen upon wolves we’d appreciate you taking the time to note the number, note the color, note the location and the date and then communicating that accurately to the Department.  If that communication can take place that can be a direct contribution from the hunter to management of the wolf.
Quentin Kujala: Another group of folks that are interested in wolf presence and understanding wolf presence in the immediate area are the landowners.  As landowners and livestock producers in particular, they like to have a sense of what wolf presence is out there as they do their work on the landscape.
Mike Gurnett: To report wolves or wolf activity contact your nearest FWP regional or state office, or use the online Wolf Observation Report. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
