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Mike Gurnett: Extensive field research and population monitoring have lead to Montana’s wolf hunting season being a quota driven system.  On one hand the statewide quota of 220 was not to be exceeded, on the other, the number was a management objective calculated to keep the wolf population in balance with their habitat, other wildlife and landowner tolerance.
 Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) As the end of the wolf season approached, roughly one half of the harvest objective had been reached and biologists went  before the Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks Commission in order to extend the season to February 15th or when the quota is met.
Quentin Kujala: We still have a lot of questions about wolf management as it relates to hunter take.

Quentin Kujala: (On Camera) We now have a little better understanding for two seasons now what hunters can take during a deer and elk season.  We are soon to get some brand new experience as it relates to how hunters come into wolves in early winter.  
Quentin Kujala: The other interest in extending the season was a strong message from the Montana community, looking for management of the wolf population to some lower level than what was seen at the end of the year in 2010 and ultimately move toward a season that is effective in a management context and is something that the Montana community at large at least can support and endorse.  + 
Mike Gurnett: With the general deer and elk seasons closed, the commission also relaxed regulation requiring the wolf hunter to wear hunter orange during the season extension. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
