GEORGE BETTAS: HUNTING IS PART OF OUR HUMAN PSYCHE. 

FRED KING: HUNTING SLOWS DOWN THE PACE OF LIFE.  

GEORGE BETTAS: WE ALL HAVE TO GO BACK AND THINK ABOUT WHY WE HUNT.

FRED KING: HUNTING IS A VERY PERSONAL SPORT. IT IS A PERSONAL INVOLVEMENT.  

GEORGE BETTAS: THERE’S A CHALLENGE, THERE’S A CHALLENGE TO MY SELF PHYSICALLY. THERE IS THE CHALLENGE TO HAVE THE KNOWLEDGE OF THE ANIMAL TO BE ABLE TO BE SUCCESSFUL. 

FRED KING: IT’S EXCITING ENOUGH FOR ME BECAUSE THERE IS a lot OF CHALLENGES OUT THERE WHEN YOU GO HUNTING.  

GEORGE BETTAS: HUNTING IS SO MUCH MORE THAN KILLING, SO MUCH MORE THAN KILLING.

FRED KING: YOU DON’T HAVE TO HARVEST AN ANIMAL TO HAVE A SUCCESSFUL HUNT. JUST THE CHANCE TO GET OUT THERE IN THE FIELD, THE CHANCE TO GET AWAY FROM THE JOB, A CHANCE TO GET AWAY FROM SCHOOL. A CHANCE TO GET AWAY FROM THE HOUSE, A CHANCE TO GET AWAY FROM ALL THOSE STRUGGLES YOU DEAL WITH ON A DAY TO DAY BASIS IS SUCCESS ENOUGH FOR THE HUNTER WHO HAS THE RIGHT MINDSET.   

GEORGE BETTAS: TO ME HUNTING IS SUCH AN INTREGAL PART OF MY LIFE THAT I CAN’T LIVE WITHOUT IT. 

FRED KING: IN THIS DAY OF AGE, ESCPECIALLY IN MONTANA, THIS IS THE GREATEST TIME TO BE A HUNTER, AN OUTDOORSMAN RIGHT NOW.
