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“BREAKS PATROL”

WINSTON GREELY: MALTA GAME WARDEN, MIKE LEE IS A QUIET MAN, BUT THAT CAN BE AN ADVANTAGE WHEN DEALING WITH HUNTERS. 

MIKE LEE: I’ll go in and ask how the hunting is going, if they’ve seen or gotten any game. just go into a general conversation with them, AND THEN check their permits and licences.

WINSTON GREELY: THIS friendly DEMEANOR IS A VALUABLE ASSET FOR A GAME WARDEN IN MONTANA, BECAUSE THEY OFTEN WORK ALONE IN REMOTE AREAS. AND AS MIKE will ATTEST YOU’LL BE HARD-PRESSED to FIND A MORE REMOTE and diverse DISTRICT THAN HIS, it spans FROM THE CANADIAN BORDER all the way to the MISSOURI RIVER covering ALMOST 6,000 SQUARE MILES. 

MIKE LEE: it’s NOT UNCOMMON TO PUT 300 MILES A DAY on. 

WINSTON GREELY: TO COVER AN AREA ALMOST THE SIZE OF THE STATE OF MASSACHUSETS MIKE HAs DEVELOPED relationships WITH LOCAL LANDOWNERS AND PRIVATE CITIZENS AND LIKE OTHER GAME WARDENS ACROSS THE STATE HE RELIES HEAVELY ON CALLERS TO 1-800-TIP MONT, WHO CAN PROVIDE UP-TO-THE-MINUTE INFORMATION.

MIKE LEE:  it’s imperative BECAUSE OF the SIZE OF this DISTRICT TIME IS of THE ESSENCE.  

WINSTON GREELY: and as HIS DISTRICT’S size lends to diversity, there’s rarely a dull moment while out on patrol. 

MIKE LEE: this district you can run into walleye fisherman and check archery elk hunters within an hour.

WINSTON GREELY: AS HIS LONG DAY FADES INTO NIGHT, MIKE knows tomorrow will bring aNOTHER DAY WITH A new set of challenges. WINSTON GREELY OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS.
