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Mike Gurnett:  Grizzly bears and black bears, particularly sows with cubs, are constantly foraging for food.  The smell of garbage, dog food, horse feed and bird seed can quickly draw these top-tier predators into close quarters with people 

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) ultimately resulting in the need to lure the bears into a trap and removing them from an area.

Patti Sowka: The story behind these two bears

Patti Sowka: (On Camera) is an all to common story.  We had some just wonderful Montana grizzly bears who found easy foods in places that they shouldn’t and they had to be removed from the wild.

Heather Reich: I know both of these bears form the beginning of their conflict history

Heather Reich: (On Camera) the one was one that we new last year as a one year old that was getting up on peoples porches, getting into garbage.  The other one we knew as a cup of the year in 2005 with his mother.  So we dealt with her and her two cubs.  

Heather Reich: This year she kicked off her two now two year olds.  They immediately came down into town and did what their mother taught them to do.  We did an on-sight release with the bear’s brother and we have not heard form him.  We caught this little one and he came down within four days and got into trouble again and he was thus removed and won’t see the wild again. 

Heather Reich: Where we are transporting these two bears right now is to the Cheyenne Mountain Zoo and they’ll be at the Cheyenne Mountain Zoo together for the rest of their lives.

Mike Gurnett: One way to help is to eliminate the bears initial contact with an artificial food source, created by us.  Because most everyone agrees that the best place for Montana’s bears is in Montana’s wild country. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
