Photo albums of great family memories are gathered,
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) then a son or daughter or Mom and Dad move out-of-state and due to the high demand for our nonresident big game hunting licenses that traditional fall family hunting trip comes to an end.  But now there’s a new license called Come Home To Hunt.

Hank Worsech: This new license type, the Come Home To Hunt, is 500 elk combination licenses and 500 deer combination licenses.

Hank Worsech: (On Camera) They still have to pay the same price as all nonresidents, but it gives them an opportunity to get drawn to come back.
Bob Gibson: If you have something in common with your family that can last forever, how could you do better?

Hank Worsech: Potentially I think it affects a lot of Montana residents.   This allows families to keep the tradition and hunt together.

Bob Gibson:  Not only do we have great memories behind us, but it’s apparent now that we’re going to have a few great memories ahead of us and that’s something for a 76 year old guy to look forward to.  Believe me it is.
