WINSTON GREELY: THESE PARKS OFFER A VARIETY OF EXPERIENCES, FROM THE NATIVE AMERICAN LEGACY TO THE JOURNEY OF LEWIS AND CLARK. 
LOREN FLYNN: HISTORY DOESN’T HAVE TO BE BORING; IT DOESN’T HAVE TO BE ABOUT NAMES AND DATES AND THAT’S ALL. THERE IS SUCH WONDERFUL STORIES INVOLVED THAT THE MORE PEOPLE YOU CAN BRING INTO THAT STORY THE BETTER OFF WE ALL ARE IN THE END.
