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“FIRE CAUTION”

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA): AS WE HUNTERS HEAD OUT TO STOCK OUR FAVORITE GAME, THERE IS SOME PRECAUTIONS WE CAN TAKE SO WE DON’T LEAVE BEHIND THIS. 

MARY SEXTON: GIVEN THE HOT and DRY SUMMER THAT WE HAVE HAD AND A SPRING THAT HAD A LOT OF MOISTURE SO THAT IT COULD BUILD UP THE FUELS THAT THE DANGER IS NOT PAST. AND THE FALL THAT IS OFTEN DRY, WE HAVE TO CONTINUE TO BE VIGILANT AND BE CAREFUL BECAUSE THE FIRE DANGER STILL EXISTS. 

WINSTON GREELY: the first step before heading out is to CHECK MONTANA’S DNRC WEBSITE FOR FIRE RESTRICTIONS IN THE AREA YOU ARE GOING, AND THEN…

MARY SEXTON: MAKE SURE THEY HAVE EQUIPMENT WITH THEM BUCKET, AX THOSE TYPICAL THINGS WE ARE TAUGHT FROM SMOKEY THE BEAR. BUT I THINK ALSO THAT THEY NEVER LEAVE A CAMPFIRE UNATTENDED AND IF THEY ARE USING OFF ROAD VEHICLES TO MAKE SURE THEY ARE VERY CAREFUL WITH THAT, FIRST OF ALL, TO MAKE SURE THEY ARE LEGAL IN CERTAIN AREAS AND WHEN YOU CAN STOP THEM IN DRY GRASSES THAT CAN BE A DANGER.  

WINSTON GREELY: other precautions you should take include; parking your vehicle in a BARREN AREA MAKING SURE YOU DON’T block traffic, limit smoking to enclosed areas. if you plan to hunt on private land talk with the landowner about FIRE DANGERS so you are aware of the THREATS and will act accordingly and if you do happen to see a fire report it immediately to authorities. KEEPING THESE PRECAUTIONS IN MIND WILL ENABLE YOU AND MANY OTHERS TO HAVE AN ENJOYABLE, FIRE FREE, HUNTING SEASON. WINSTON GREELY OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS.
