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Mike Gurnett: The trials for the U.S. Freestyle Kayaking Team were recently held in Missoula. 
Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) This sport takes the talent and discipline of a world-class athlete and the spirit of an international surfer in search of the perfect wave.

Kevin Brown: Out in the river at Caras Park is Brennan’s wave.  It is a manmade whitewater kayaking feature.

Kevin Brown: (On Camera) We’ve got the best whitewater kayakers right here in downtown Missoula, beautiful weather and having a great time. I’ve heard rumors for years about this assume wave up in Great Falls.  I told a few other people and the next thing you know some people ventured up there and it is probably one of the best whitewater kayaking waves in the entire world.  
Jason Craig: We heard rumors about this really great wave out here in Great Falls Montana 

Jason Craig: (On Camera) and we arrive and it’s absolutely amazing.  There’s not many big waves that are this good in the world so it’s a true pleasure to be here paddling it.  We travel all over the world to Africa, Switzerland, France, New Zealand looking for great waves, right, like this.
Kevin Brown: It has to be super high water.   I was talking to some of the locals up there and they said it hadn’t been in for like 10 to 12 years.  Like I said, we have the best athletes in whitewater kayaking here in Missoula right now and it couldn’t have been better timing for that wave to be in up there in Great Falls and there’s probably 25 guys here that have ventured up there to surf that wave.

Mike Gurnett: There’s a good chance that some of the paddlers here today will eventually be members of the 2016 U.S. Olympic exhibition team, but they will always remember the Big Sky Country’s big wave. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
