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ANDREW McKEAN: This is Sullivan Park. We’ve got ball fields, the city’s main ball diamonds.

ANDREW McKEAN: Three years ago this was basically a weedy field in the periphery of the park.

MIKE GURNETT:  Several Montana communities have developed kid’s fishing ponds, places where children can spend some quality time learning about the great outdoors.

MIKE GURNETT: (On Camera) Recently here at Glasgow’s Homerun Pond honing those fishing skills came with a little different hook.

SOUND EFFECTS TRACK: WHAT DO YOU THINK THEY USED FOR LINE?

ANDREW McKEAN: We have just been inundated with Lewis and Clark and all the expectation of this real touch-stone for history.  The idea for the kid’s fishing day was to make it, make the expedition more relevant.  We can use the kind of equipment Lewis and Clark might have used 200 years ago and have some success.

BILL WIEDENHEFT: With a pond of this size  

BILL WIEDENHEFT: (On Camera) they are able to fish for a variety of fish and we can keep the density of fish fairly high in this small pond.

ANDREW McKEAN: If a kid can identify themselves as an angler, an outdoors person, early then we’ve got stewards for the resources we manage.  It is really the whole notion of a citizen in the Montana sense of the word, somebody who is out using and caring for the resource.

MIKE GURNETT: Youth education programs like this take place year around.  If you are interested in something like this in your community, contact your local warden or biologist. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
