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“HUNTING A FAS”

WINSTON GREELY: IT CAN BE A FRUSTRATING ENDEAVOR, NOT JUST SHOOTING A BIRD, BUT ACTUALLY FINDING A PLACE TO HUNT FOR BIRDS. THAT IS CHANGING IN SOUTH CENTRAL MONTANA ON NEW SITES THAT AREN’T YOUR TRADITIONAL HUNTING GROUNDS. 

BOB GIBSON: WE LIKE THIS CONCEPT OF HAVING FISHING ACCESS SITES THAT ARE A LITTLE BIT LARGER THAT HAVE OPPORTUNITIES TO DO SOMETHING OTHER THAN LAUNCH A BOAT OR WET A LINE.

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA): MONTANA’S FISHING ACCESS SITES ARE PRIMARILY USED TO ACCESS WATER WAYS, BUT FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS IS LOOKING TO SECURE LARGER PARCELS, WHICH WILL ALLOW A VARIETY OF ACTIVITIES.

BOB GIBSON: MAY BE HUNTING, IT MAY BE BIRD WATCHING, IT MAY BE SOME HIKING, IT MAY BE SOME PICKNICKING, SO EVEN THOUGH IT IS A FISHING ACCESS SITE THE ACCESS TO MONTANA’S RESOURCE IS WHAT WE ARE TRYING TO DO THERE.

WINSTON GREELY: THESE PROPERTIES WILL ALSO PROTECT IMPORTANT HABITAT.

BOB GIBSON: THESE BRUSHY RIPARIAN BOTTOMS ARE PERFECT FOR PHEASANTS AND WHITETAILS. 

WINSTON GREELY:  THIS IN TURN WILL BENEFIT HUNTERS.

BOB GIBSON: IT MAKES IT A NICE PLACE FOR SOMEBODY WHO IS PARTICULARLY CLOSE TO THE CITY HERE TO GO OUT AND HAVE AN OPPORTUNITY TO SHOOT SOME DUCKS OR PHEASANTS, GEESE, DEER. 

WINSTON GREELY: AND IF YOU DON’T GET ANYTHING, YOU’LL STILL HAVE A CHANCE TO TAKE IN A GREAT VIEW. WINSTON GREELY OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS.
