“MAKOSHIKA FOLF”

WINSTON GREELY:  MAKOSHIKA STATE PARK IS KNOWN FOR ITS’ STUNNING GEOGRAPHY, FOSSILS, MAJESTIC SETTINGS AND FOLF?

RYAN SOKOLOSKI: I THINK IT FITS IN NICE. IT’S KIND OF A QUIRKY ODD GAME THAT NOT MUCH IS KNOWN ABOUT AND I THINK THAT FITS RIGHT IN WITH MAKOSHIKA PARK.

SOKOLOSKI: I LIKE THE SOUND WHEN YOU THROW IT IN, IT MAKES THIS RINGING SOUND, IT SOUNDS JUST HOW YOU WON.

WINSTON GREELY: COMPARED WITH WESTERN MONTANA THERE ARE VERY FEW FOLF COURSES IN EASTERN MONTANA, BUT AFTER A QUICK ROUND ONE COULD ARGUE THIS IS THE MOST UNIQUE COURSE IN THE STATE.

SOKOLOSKI: INSTEAD OF WATER HAZARDS WE HAVE CACTUS AND THORNS AND SAGEBRUSH AND RATTLESNAKES AND THUNDERSTORMS, LIGHTNING.

WINSTON GREELY: AND WHILE THIS SPORT IS STILL CATCHING ON OUT HERE, THIS COURSE IS PROVING TO BE A VERY POPULAR ATTRACTION IN A PARK THAT HAS A LOT TO OFFER.

RYAN SOKOLOSKI: THERE IS ALWAYS PEOPLE ON THIS FRISBEE GOLF COURSE. I THINK WHAT IT DOES IS ADDS ANOTHER DIMENSION OF SOMETHING FOR PEOPLE TO DO. THAT’S WHAT I LOVE ABOUT MAKOSHIKA IS THAT WE HAVE SO MANY DIFFERENT DIMENSIONS THAT IF DINOSAURS AND GEOLOGY ISN’T REALLY YOUR THING COME AND PLAY FRISBEE GOLF.
