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Mike Gurnett: In a state famous for outdoor opportunities, most Montanans live in town. 

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) And when we think of a good neighbor, well that’s the person down the street who watches over our place when we’re out-of-town and all they get in return is a simple thanks.  And now there’s a group thanking our rural neighbors who keep an eye on Montana’s wildlife while sharing a little elbow room with folks from the city

Stan Meyer: The Montana Neighbor Award 

Stan Meyer: (On Camera) is aimed at highlighting the fact that some of those with the traditional access and cooperation; those things still exist in Montana.

Mike Gurnett: In 2007, ranchers Warren and Betty Don Ross received one of the six awards.  

Warren Ross: You want to remember that 

Warren Ross: (On Camera) we’re just kind of stewards on this land, we look after it and these guys from town, they like to get out.  We’re in 4th and 5th generations on a lot of them.

Stan Meyer: There are a lot of good things going on in Montana and it just seemed to us that it made some sense to highlight the good things and recognize the work of the people who are working to keep this culture alive.

Warren Ross: I’m proud of that, I really am because we are proud of the place here and it demonstrates what we’ve tried to do.
