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Mike Gurnett: In Hollywood, really great movies often times originate from really great books.  

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) But now “Back From The Brink” a recently produced documentary on the restoration of Montana’s wildlife has kind of turned the tables to now the movie has spawned the creation of a new book.

Terry Lonner: We kind of got a second wind and then we started working on the book.

Terry Lonner: (On Camera) We wanted it to be very image rich with a lot of old-time photos that had never been seen before that we gathered up from some of these old-timers. 

So we got to a point where we wound up with this book.  They we said, what are we going to do now as far as getting it printed?

Tim Crawford: I’ve been very interested in the hunter, sportsman, landowner relationship and the history of fish and game here in Montana and then I was talking with my friend

Tim Crawford: (On Camera) Who suggested that he knew these two guys who put this book together.  The sportsman needs to understand that this wasn’t always here.  The people in the 20’s and 30’s mandated improved wildlife and so I felt privileged to become part of the team, if you will.

Bud Lilly:  You know this book really triggers my memories. I started as a fisher and a hunter in the 1930’s

Bud Lilly: (On Camera) and my career also involved being a high school teacher.  If I had this book to refer to in my biology classes it would have been a wonderful reference.

Mike Gurnett: Bud Lilly is absolutely right that the real value of the this book is in the classroom, teaching the future stewards of Montana’s wildlife.  This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
