WINSTON GREELY:  THIS PAST SUMMER A GROUP OF VOLUNTEERS ALONG WITH THE US FISH & WILDLIFE SERVICE, AND THE MONTANA FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS SET OUT TO SIGN PUBLIC LAND IN NORTHEASTERN MONTANA THIS ARDUOUS WORK WILL MAKE IT EASIER FOR RECREATIONISTS TO ACCESS MORE THAN 10,000 ACRES OF PUBLIC LAND.

MICHAEL NYE: THAT’S THE BEAUTY OF BEING ABLE TO GO AHEAD AND POST THESE PROPERTIES, IT GIVES THE PUBLIC A JUMPING OFF SPOT YOU CAN STRIKE OUT AND GO, LONG AS YOU KNOW YOUR BOUNDARIES WHICH OF COURSE IS ALWAYS UP TO THE HUNTER.

WINSTON GREELY:  WITH THE AID OF A MAP OR GPS UNIT THESE SIGNS ALLOW ONE TO VERIFY WHERE THEY ARE ON THE LANDSCAPE, A BENEFIT NOT ONLY TO RECREATIONISTS, BUT THE LOCAL LANDOWNERS AS WELL.

SCOTT THOMPSON: WE HEARD A LOT OF GOOD COMMENTS, ACTUALLY A FELLA SAID THAT THEY KNEW OF SOME TRESPASS PROBLEMS IN HERE IN THE PAST WITH SOME OF THEIR HUNTING AND HE SAID IT REALLY HELPED WHEN WE DID SOME OF THE SIGNING IN HERE.

WINSTON GREELY:  AND IN THIS PART OF THE STATE WHERE A MAJORITY OF THE LAND IS IN PRIVATE OWNERSHIP, THESE SIMPLE SIGNS ARE NOT ONLY WELCOME BY LANDOWNERS BUT TO ALL WHO WANT TO ENJOY THE OUTDOORS.

SCOTT THOMPSON: THERE IS NOT A LOT OF PUBLIC LAND IN HERE, BUT STILL WE WANT TO MAKE USE OF IT AND THIS IS SOME GREAT HABITAT, GREAT PLACES TO TAKE YOUR FAMILY OR GO HUNTING.
