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Mike Gurnett: By definition, a pictograph is an ancient drawing or painting on rock, 

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) but that’s kind of like saying Charlie Russell simply put pain on a canvas.  Even though both statements are true they really sell short the experience of getting to see the actual art. But now with the grand opening of the new Pictograph Cave State Park Visitor’s Center we have a new place to interpret and understand this ancient art.

John Bohlinger: It’s interesting that it’s through art that we tell our story.  Last year some 35,000 people

John Bohlinger: (On Camera) visited this park and that was before this interpretive center was built. That was before this trail system was developed.  You can imagine what the economic impact on this community will be when the word is out.  This is a place not to miss.

Chas Van Genderen: As the rock art begins to fade

Chas Van Genderen: (On Camera) we thought it was important to build this visitor’s center.  After you go through the visitor center then you visit the cave itself, you can see where the shield was, you can see the rifles that are on the rock art.  While they’ve faded, we believe the visitor’s center has brought forth the best of what this cave has been and the artwork that lies within it.

Doug Habermann: We’ll be open on a year around basis. We’re kind of changing it from 

Doug Habermann: (On Camera) being kind of a sleepy little park with a few things to do to a better ability to tell our story.

Mike Gurnett: So if you live in Billings or just passing through, Pictograph Cave is pretty close to town so stop on by and see what’s new at Montana’s ancient art gallery. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
