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Mike Gurnett: In the spring, there are a lot of little projects that need to completed in preparation for some summertime fun.   

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) And if you’re a deer, elk or antelope hunter in Montana, particularly an archery hunter, there’s another springtime routine that needs to be completed by June 2nd, that will play an important role in the plans that you’ll be making this fall.  

Ron Aasheim:  This year for the first time in a number of years, Mike, we’ve got some changes that are more significant than they have been

Ron Aasheim: (On Camera) again for a number of years.  In particular in the case of archery elk hunting opportunities, we have over 30 districts this year where you have to apply by June 2nd if you want to hunt in those districts this fall.

Ron Aasheim:  There are some changes as far as antelope hunting opportunity.  What we’ve had is the past is an unlimited early antelope season in the central and eastern part of the state.  That’s no longer unlimited.  Still real good odds and a good opportunity.  You will not however be able to buy those licenses over the counter; you’ll have to apply.

Ron Aasheim: The reason for that was very simply just an overwhelming almost increase in the interest and some concerns again with opportunities that were associated with that increase.  The last thing we want to have happen is people to show up at a trailhead with the years planning behind them, excited for the trip of the year, and then find out that because of a regulation change they won’t be able to hunt that area as they had planned.
