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Mike Gurnett: In Montana we have a lot of seasons; fishing season, harvest season skiing season.  

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) and sure we have calendars and we have clocks and they keep us on schedule and on time, but it ‘s the seasons that we plan for and look forward to.

Jeff Brandt: To me 

Jeff Brandt: (On Camera) the hunting season, if there is even a season to it, starts in the spring.  And so I’ll start time researching the places I haven’t been before that I want to go and see what it is going to take to get back in there.  

Jeff Brandt: I’ve done all my own reloading over the years.  I enjoy reloading.  That is something that I do to get the premium bullets, but I really enjoy to reload because I want to eliminate any of those variables and maybe not having that load tuned just right for your rifle. There are crosscut saws and axes, they all need to be sharp.  A lot of leather and heavy canvas involved, it all needs to be taken care of.   

Jeff Brandt:  Told my family all I need is one animal and you can see what’s happened over the years.  But to me, the whole goal is to get back in that country and enjoy it.   That’s where it all comes together for me; the livestock, the hunting, the back-country camping.  I’m always getting ready for the hunt.  It’s much more than just getting that elk. 

Mike Gurnett: After spending a little time around Jeff’s mules, it’s easy to see how backcountry hunting could become the season you look forward to, year-round. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
