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“SIGNING”

WINSTON GREELY:  TO SOME IT IS JUST A SIGN, BUT FOR DWAYNE ANDREWS IT IS A PUBLIC GATEWAY.

DWAYNE ANDREWS: IT ADDS A WHOLE OTHER OPPORTUNITY TO THE RECREATIONIST TO ACCESS PUBLIC LAND AND THAT’S IMPORTANT.

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA): WITH ACCESS TO HUNTING LANDS IN MONTANA DIMINISHING OVER THE LAST SEVERAL DECADES, DWAYNE SAW AN OPPORTUNITY IN THE MILLIONS OF ACRES OF MOSTLY UNMARKED PUBLIC LANDS. 

DWAYNE ANDREWS: I USUALLY ONLY PUT THREE TO FOUR SIGNS PER MILE, SO IF PEOPLE ARE GOING TO TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THIS THEY REALLY DO HAVE TO PAY ATTENTION.

WINSTON GREELY: THE MAIN PURPOSE OF THESE SIGNS IS TO PROVIDE YOU WITH A MARKER THAT WHEN USED WITH YOUR LAND OWNER MAPS WILL HELP YOU VERIFY WHEN YOU ARE ON PUBLIC GROUND.

DWAYNE ANDREWS: I GUESS THE MORAL OF THE STORY IS THAT IN EASTERN MONTANA THE FENCE BOUNDARIES ARE VERY ACCURATE MOST OF THE TIME BUT NOT ALL OF THE TIME.

WINSTON GREELY: WHILE OTHER AGENCIES AND PEOPLE HELP DWAYNE, HE HAS TAKEN THE PRIMARY ROLE IN THIS SIGNING PROJECT THAT HAS SO FAR MARKED MORE THAN 200, 000 ACRES. BUT FOR DWAYNE IT WON’T BE A SUCCESS UNTIL THE PUBLIC BEGINS USING IT.

DWAYNE ANDREWS: THE GOAL IS JUST TO EXPAND THE OPPORTUNITIES AVAILABLE FOR THE RECREATING PUBLIC IN MONTANA.

WINSTON GREELY: WHICH HE IS DOING ONE SECTION AT A TIME. WINSTON GREELY OUT AMONG MONTANA’S FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARKS.
