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MIKE GURNETT:  Snowgeese arriving as Central Montana’s Freezeout Lake is a springtime ritual rivaled by few outdoor experiences.  The snowgeese stop here to rest and refuel 

MIKE GURNETT: (On Camera) as they migrate from their wintering areas in Central California to their nesting colonies in the Canadian Arctic. 

MIKE SCHWITTERS:  I’ve been called by some father goose because I am with the geese so much.

MIKE SCHWITTERS: (On Camera) I’m a volunteer with the Department of Fish, Wildlife & Parks and part of my job is to interface with visitors that come in the spring and fall to enjoy the geese.

DOROTHY AASHEIM:  Oh I love seeing the birds

Dorothy Aasheim: (On Camera) especially when we drove by the roads there and they started to fly up.  It was almost to me like a chorus dancing.   It was just a spectacular sight.

MIKE SCHWITTERS:  The geese are my tour-guide, they lead me and I migrate with them to be out in some of North America’s wonderful wild places.

AL BLOM: (On Camera) The number of the birds is spectacular, the amount there are.  It is just an overwhelming sight to see that volume of birds.

DOROTHY AASHEIM: Well worth the trip.  You’ll be hearing from us again I’m sure. 

MIKE GURNETT: Although the snowgeese pass back through Freezeout in the fall, their numbers won’t be nearly as concentrated.  Your best chance to be part of this Montana experience is to begin making plans for the spring of 2006.  This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
