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Mike Gurnett: The work begins by capturing unique images of Montana’s fish and wildlife and the western way of life

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) but when Brian’s done it’s not so much about what he sees through his lens as it is how he feels about Montana.

Brian Devon: It’s a place, in a way, of extremes.  Its extremely beautiful mountains and extremely cold and extremely hot

Brian Devon: (On Camera) but when you come from a very soft country, which Ireland is, to a place as extreme as this its kind of WOW this place is really spectacular and it really inspires you.   When I got here I was actually amassed to find that the western lifestyle was still here.  People still worked cattle on horses and it brought out what I had been looking for all along and that’s a way to express something personal thorough photography and it just all kind of fell together here for me in Anaconda.  

Brian Devon: The approach that I always took to photography was that taking the picture by pressing the shutter was only an element of the photograph, but that didn’t add anything of the photographer to it and I discovered by using the textures and tints that I add to the photograph that it brings out that emotional response and you have a reaction to it and you kind of experience what I experienced when I took the photograph.

I think it helps maybe to understand a bit about want I see here in the west and how luck I’ve been to be here in the west.  It’s a journey that I’m really grateful for.
