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Mike Gurnett: Between the Elkhorn Mountains and Canyon Ferry Reservoir is an area co-habituated by people and antelope locally known as the Townsend Flats. 

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) Lately, this is an a place where drivers have been slowing down, taking a double take at appears as a mirage or at least something  really out of place. 

Edie Ward: It was so interesting when we first found her.

Edie Ward: (On Camera) She was so big compared to them, and yet they treated her just like they would a little baby antelope.

Tom Carlsen:  This was a young animal that probably got left down here as a calf, 

Tom Carlsen: (On Camera) got imprinted to these antelope and obviously they certainly didn’t seem to mind having her around.

Jim Ward: It seemed like the antelope

Jim Ward: (On Camera) almost understood from the beginning that it was a small calf and it kind of needed some taking care of, it just seemed that-a-way. 

Edie Ward: This neighbor hood is a lot of retired people and the minute they left to go south they would call every 2 or 3 days and ask how’s our elk doing.  They never ask about how we’re doing its how is our elk doing and is she ok?  No one asks about us.

Ton Carlsen: Its kind of fun to watch her running with the antelope if you will.  I suspect she’s going to end up back up in the mountains, becoming an elk again.

Edie Ward: and that’s ok.  We’ve enjoyed her all the time that she’s been here

Mike Gurnett.  For now, the cow elk seems content seeming unaffected by her status as a local celebrity. This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
