“TROUT STOCKER”

GREELY: WHEN RYAN HUNT TAKES HIS 4-H PROJECT TO THE FAIR THIS YEAR HE HOPES TO NOT LEAVE THE JUDGES AS SPEECHLESS AS HE DID LAST SUMMER. 

HUNT: WHEN THEY SAW WHAT I DID, THEY WERE PRETTY AMAZED. THEY DIDN’T REALLY UNDERSTAND WHAT I WAS DOING UNTIL I HAD IT PUT TOGETHER AND PRESENTED IT.

GREELY: SEE RYAN TEAMED UP WITH FISHERIES BIOLOGIST RON SPOON ON A UNIQUE PROJECT, NOT ONLY FOR THE 4-HER, BUT FOR THE FISH, WILDLIFE AND PARK’S AS WELL.

SPOON: THERE ISN’T A LOT OF THIS; THIS SORT OF IMPRINTING THAT GOES ON AT LEAST WITH RAINBOWS. WE KNOW WITH THE GRAYLING FOLKS THEY ARE DOING THIS KIND OF STREAMSIDE INCUBATING WORK.

GREELY: RYAN AND RON ARE TAKING GENETICALLY STRONG EGGS FROM A NEARBY TRIBUTARY TO THE JEFFERSON RIVER AND INCUBATING THEM IN A PREVIOUSLY BARREN SPRING CREEK JUST UP THE ROAD. THEY HOPE THESE NEW HATCHLINGS WILL IMPRINT AND RETURN IN THE FUTURE TO CREATE ANOTHER STRONG SPAWNING AND NURSERY AREA FOR THE JEFFERSON RIVER.

SPOON: THIS SHOULD JUST ADD ANOTHER 3 TO 5 MILES OF THE JEFFERSON THAT IS STOCKED WITH NATURAL PRODUCING WILD FISH.

GREELY: THE RIVER’S VITALITY IS NOT THE ONLY THING BENEFITING FROM THIS COLLABORATION.

HUNT: JUST GETTING AN OPPORTUNITY TO WORK WITH RON AND DO THESE KIND OF PROJECTS, IT’S MADE ME KIND OF REALIZE WHAT IS OUT THERE.

SPOON: IT NOT ONLY GIVES HIM A FEEL FOR WHAT KIND OF WORK HE MAY WANT TO DO, BUT IT ALSO GIVES US OUR BEST SORT OF LOCAL CONTACT WITH THE PROJECT AND PEOPLE UNDERSTAND EXACTLY WHAT WE ARE DOING AND WHY BECAUSE THEY ARE INVOLVED WITH IT.
