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Mike Gurnett:  Being a Montana Game Warden means your office is the great outdoors and the variety in your types of duties seems nearly endless. But due to the nature of the work  

Mike Gurnett: (On Camera) and the geographic size of the districts a Montana Warden patrols, opportunities for training are rare.

Jim Kropp: This conference brings everyone together

Jim Kropp: (Outdoor Report) We have enhanced training for our officers from all over North America and about thirty hours of speakers, all to help us do our work.

Joe Tropila: There are over eight hundred people here, counting families, 

Joe Tropila: (On Camera) game wardens for all over the United States and the providences of Canada. By coming together like this they can trade stories they can learn from each other.

Jim Kropp: We are really fortunate to have Tom Siebel with us. He is a sponsor of this conference and is the founder of the Montana Meth Project.

Tom Siebel: The Montana Meth Project appears to have been the most effective prevention effort in history.  

Tom Siebel: (On Camera) This campaign that we have embarked upon together with the Attorney General’s Office and with the Game Warden’s Association and with others in the state, it’s been extraordinarily effective. When we are done, we’ll save lives, we’re going to save families, we’re going to save communities.  This state will be safer, it will be cleaner and it will be a better place to live.

Mike Gurnett:  While their families a little Montana hospitality, the officers received in-depth training on a variety of enforcement issues and a chance to confirm that one person can still make a difference.  This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
