WINSTON GREELY: FOR THE PAST COUPLE OF YEARS ONE OF THE TOUGHEST ANIMALS TO FIND ON WILD HORSE ISLAND ARE THE HORSES. 
JERRY SAWYER: THEY CAN BE VERY SECRETIVE AND YOU HAVE GOT TO KNOW THE ISLAND AND HAVE SEEN THEM ON A YEAR ROUND BASIS TO KNOW WHERE THEY ARE AT.
WINSTON GREELY: BUT NOW PARK MANAGERS HAVE A WAY TO INCREASE THEIR VISIBILITY. WILD HORSE ISLAND STATE PARK IS KNOWN FOR A LOT OF THINGS, BUT ITS’ NAMESAKE IS WHAT SETS’ IT APART FROM OTHER STATE PARKS.
JERRY SAWYER: IT’S REALLY POPULAR WITH VISITORS WHO COME OUT AND ONE OF THE FIRST QUESTIONS THEY ASK IS WHERE ARE THE HORSES?
WINSTON GREELY: IT’S BEEN ALMOST 20 YEARS SINCE A GROUP OF WILD HORSES WERE SET FREE ON THE ISLAND. BUT WITH ONLY ONE REMAINING FROM THAT GROUP THE CHANCES OF SEEING A HORSE IS RARE.
JERRY SAWYER: THIS ONE COULD GO ANYTIME, SO WE DECIDED WE WOULD TRY TO GET SOME OTHERS OUT THERE.
WINSTON GREELY: MANAGERS WERE ABLE TO GET FOUR WILD HORSES THAT WERE DESCENDANTS OF MONTANA’S PRYOR MOUNTAINS DONATED TO THE STATE, BUT WHEN THE TIME FINALLY CAME TO RELEASE THESE MARES THEY WEREN’T QUITE READY TO BECOME THE ICONS OF THE ISLAND. WITH A LITTLE COAXING AND PRODDING, THE NEW RESIDENTS FINALLY STEPPED OUT TO BE VIEWED. AND AS THEY BEGIN TO EXPLORE THEIR NEW HOME THEY WILL GIVE VISITORS A FEW MORE CHANCES TO SEE HORSES ON WILDHORSE ISLAND. 
JERRY SAWYER: WELL AT LEAST THEN YOU WILL KNOW THOSE AREN’T DOMESTICATED HORSES THOSE ARE REALLY WILD HORSES. AND THERE’S THAT MYSTIQUE ABOUT THE WHOLE CONCEPT OF WILD AND I THINK IT ADDS TO THE CHARACTER OF THE ISLAND AND THE PARK.
