WINSTON GREELY: WILDLIFE DISEASES ARE GARNERING MORE AND MORE ATTENTION THESE DAYS AT MONTANA’S WILDLIFE LAB IN BOZEMAN.

NEIL ANDERSON: BECAUSE OF BRUCELLOSIS, CHRONIC WASTING DISEASE, WEST NILE VIRUS, HANTIVIRUS ALL OF A SUDDEN THOSE DISEASES HAVE COME TO THE FOREFRONT OF NOT ONLY WILDLIFE ATTENTION BUT THE PUBLICS ATTENTION. AND A LOT OF IT HAS TO DO WITH THEIR ABILITY TO CAUSE DISEASE IN HUMANS. AND NOW THE SAME THING IS HAPPENING WITH AVIAN INFLUENZA.

WINSTON GREELY (ON CAMERA): WILDLIFE DISEASE AND ITS’ IMPACT ON HUMANS IS NOTHING NEW, BUT TODAY’S ADVANCED SCIENCE IS MAKING IT EASIER TO DETECT. 

NEIL ANDERSON: WE’VE GOT ALL OF THESE DIFFERENT TECHNOLOGIES AS THEY INCREASE OPENS UP DOORS THAT WE JUST COULDN’T OPEN BEFORE. 

WINSTON GREELY: CURRENTLY RESEARCHERS ARE CONDUCTING A VARIETY OF DISEASE SURVEILLANCE ACROSS MONTANA. 

NEIL ANDERSON: THERE ARE SEVERAL DISEASES WE ARE REALLY LOOKING INTO NOW. ONE IS AVIAN INFLUENZA WE JUST CONDUCTED SURVEILLANCE THIS YEAR HIRED A FEW FOLKS TO HELP US OUT, CHRONIC WASTING DISEASE IS AN ONGOING SURVEILLANCE AND BRUCELLOSIS IS THE OTHER MAJOR DISEASE WE REALLY FOCUS ON HERE.  

WINSTON GREELY: MANAGEMENT PLANS ARE CURRENTLY BEING DEVELOPED TO DEAL WITH A POSSIBLE DISEASE OUTBREAK WITH THE ULTIMATE GOAL OF MAINTAINING A HEALTHY COEXISTENCE BETWEEN HUMANS AND WILDLIFE. 

MARK ATKINSON: WE ARE ALL, OUR WHOLE DEPARTMENT AND EVERYONE IN MONTANA IS VERY INTERESTED IN ACHIEVING AND MAINTAINING HEALTHY WILDLIFE POPULATIONS.
