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MIKE GURNETT:  Lincoln Montana is a community focused on the outdoors, for work and for recreation.  

MIKE GURNETT (On Camera) With the Blackfoot River, abundant wildlife habitat, lots of National Forest lands and the Scapegoat wilderness, this truly is a recreation paradise.   In the past, groups have been fiercely polarized over the use of snowmobiles on some portions of these public lands.   So the folks here today had had enough.  They brought their discussions about the outdoors, indoors to sign an agreement which seems to find a place for all. 

JOHN GATCHELL: You know you realize

JOHN GATCHELL: (On Camera) you can spend eight or nine years as we have in court, but in the end what matters is what you leave behind for your kids and in order to protect wilderness in Montana we need to be able to work with other groups so we can leave that for everyone I think.

ALAN BROWN: We look at a landscape and say ok

ALAN BROWN: (On Camera) now how can this best be utilized for recreational purposes.  We end up with snowmobiling where snowmobiling makes sense, we end up with winter range where winter range makes sense and we end up with quiet areas in the forest that make sense.

JEFF HAGENER: Fish, Wildlife and Park’s roll was largely to provide technical expertise 

JEFF HAGENER: (On Camera) To look at those areas that are critical wildlife winter ranges to make sure those areas were protected and recognized in this process. 

MIKE GURNETT: The ceremony was just held in May but the real celebration will take place next winter, out here when people with a variety of recreational interests are going to know they have a place to come to and have some fun.  This is Mike Gurnett, out among Montana’s fish, wildlife and parks.
