“WINTER SURVIVAL”

GREELY: IF YOU HAPPEN TO GET LOST OR MAYBE STRANDED IN THE OUTDOORS THIS WINTER THERE A FEW IMPORTANT KEYS THAT WILL HELP AID IN YOUR SURVIVAL.

WELCH: EVEN IF YOU AREN’T IN A SURVIVAL SITUATION, I THINK AS AN OUTDOOR TRAVELER YOU NEED TO CONCENTRATE ON THE FOUR CORE ITEMS; SHELTER, WATER, FOOD AND CLOTHES. FIRST ONE BEING SHELTER BECAUSE SHELTER WILL GIVE YOU MINUTES TO HOURS. AND WATER IS THE SECOND ONE WILL GIVE YOU HOURS TO DAYS. ONCE WE GET THE WATER WE CAN SURVIVE UPWARDS OF FORTY DAYS BECAUSE WE CAN LIVE APPROXIMATELY FORTY DAYS WITHOUT FOOD. WHICH LEADS ME TO THE LAST TWO; FOOD, CLOTHES OR AN EXTERNAL HEAT SOURCE. WE CAN SURVIVE ALMOST INDEFINITELY WITH THOSE FOUR CORE ITEMS.

GREELY: WINTERTIME IS NOT A LIMITING FACTOR FOR THOSE OF US THAT LIKE TO GET OUT AND ENJOY MONTANA’S OUTDOORS. FROM BACKCOUNTRY SKIING TO SNOWMOBILING. BUT SAFETY AND SURVIVAL SHOULD ALWAYS BE A TOP PRIORITY

PAIGE: IF YOU CHOOSE TO GO SNOWMOBILING THIS WINTER IN MONTANA OR ELSEWHERE. IT IS IMPORTANT YOU DO NOT SNOWMOBILE ALONE. IT IS ALSO IMPERATIVE FOR SURVIVAL TO HAVE THE PROPER EQUIPMENT. IN AVALANCHE COUNTRY, YOU SHOULD HAVE A BEACON, PROBE AND SHOVEL AND KNOW HOW TO USE THEM. ALSO IT’S IMPORTANT TO CARRY EXTRA FOOD, PROPER CLOTHING AND FIRE STARTERS. FIRE STARTERS OF MORE THAN ONE TYPE. IT’S ALSO IMPERATIVE THAT YOU TELL PEOPLE WHERE YOU ARE GOING TO GO BEFORE YOU GO SNOWMOBILING AND YOUR APPROXIMATE TIME OF RETURN.
