“WOMEN WARDENS”

MAYBE THEY WENT HUNTING WITH THEIR FATHER AND DECIDED HEY I DON’T HAVE TO RESTRICT MYSELF TO TRADITIONAL FEMALE JOBS, NOW I CAN START LOOKING INTO THOSE TYPES OF BIOLOGY AND WILDLIFE TYPE JOBS THAT NOW ARE OPEN TO WOMEN MUCH MORE SO THEN THEY WERE IN THE PAST.

KQYN KUKA: IT’S FUN! YOU CALL THIS WORK.
